This means before there was a devil, before the fall, before your foolishness, sin and 

numerous repeated mistakes—before any trauma, rejection, abuse, disappointment or 

success HE CHOSE YOU out for Himself—in Christ.

“Therefore, as sin came into the world through one man, and death as the 

result of sin, so death spread to all men, [no one being able to stop it or to 

escape its power] because all men sinned. 13 [To be sure] sin was in the 

world before ever the Law was given, but sin is not charged to men’s 

account where there is no law [to transgress]. 14 Yet death held sway from 

Adam to Moses [the Lawgiver], even over those who did not themselves 

transgress [a positive command] as Adam did. Adam was a type (prefigure) 

of the One Who was to come [in reverse, the former destructive, the Latter 

saving]. 15 But God’s free gift is not at all to be compared to the trespass [His 

grace is out of all proportion to the fall of man]. For if many died through one 

man’s falling away (his lapse, his offense), much more profusely did God’s 

grace and the free gift [that comes] through the undeserved favor of the one 

Man Jesus Christ abound and overflow to and for [the benefit of] many. 16 

Nor is the free gift at all to be compared to the effect of that one [man’s] sin. 

For the sentence [following the trespass] of one [man] brought 

condemnation, whereas the free gift [following] many transgressions 

brings justification (an act of righteousness). 17 For if because of one man’s 

trespass (lapse, offense) death reigned through that one, much more surely 

will those who receive [God’s] overflowing grace (unmerited favor) and the 

free gift of righteousness [putting them into right standing with Himself] 

reign as kings in life through the one Man Jesus Christ (the Messiah, the 

Anointed One). 18 Well then, as one man’s trespass [one man’s false step 

and falling away led] to condemnation for all men, so one Man’s act of 

righteousness [leads] to acquittal and right standing with God and life for all 

men. 19 For just as by one man’s disobedience (failing to hear, 

heedlessness, and carelessness) the many were constituted sinners, so by 

one Man’s obedience the many will be constituted righteous (made 

acceptable to God, brought into right standing with Him).”

One of the core purposes of God’s full-out deliverance through the death of Jesus Christ 

was to make sure there were no loop-holes in your salvation. The enemy knows he is 

defeated so he seeks through delusional deception to forever distort the process of 

growth and oneness with the Father. 

YOU JOIN IN AND COMPLICATE IT FURTHER BY TRYING TO  
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ADD IN YOUR PERFORMANCE AND PRETENSE. 

 

 
The enemy wants to keep you working to “improve” or “get better” rather than to trust in 

the finished work of Jesus Christ on the Cross. There is only one goal the enemy has in his 

master plan to keep you from abiding in the Father:  

 

KEEP THOSE SONS FROM THE FATHER! 

 

You will not be made a saint by performing two miracles, living a virtuous life and then 

waiting five years after your death to be canonized!   

 

YOU HAVE BEEN MADE A SAINT BY THE  

PERFECT PERFORMANCE OF JESUS CHRIST! 

 

Do you know Him crucified? When you do, you will know there is nothing you can add or 

need to add to His magnificent, full, unlimited obedience on the Cross. By this powerful 

death He died He took care of everything that separated you from God. The old identity—

the old man/creation—and any legal right the enemy had over you—is completed dealt 

with in the death of Jesus Christ.

When the spies returned from their scouting trip to the Promised Land…they 

spoke of all they saw—milk and honey, honkin’ fruit and giants. They 

confirmed that everything they saw was “as God had said” it was.   
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BUT they made the catastrophic decision to “see themselves through their 

own eyes.” They allowed unbelief to rob them of their identity and destiny 

with God because they were determined to remain grasshoppers in their 

own eyes. When Joshua and Caleb encouraged them to see with God’s 

eyes…they actually became enraged and wanted to stone them. 

 

THEY DEMANDED NEW LEADERS WHO WOULDN’T 

REQUIRE THEM TO AGREE WITH GOD AND LIVE AS  

THE GIANT SLAYERS THEY WERE. 

WOWSER! 
(Check it out in Numbers 13 and 14 AMPC!)

Are you willing to SHIFT and see as God sees…to think as He thinks? 

 

 

 

YOU WERE BORN AGAIN TO BECOME A SAINT…SO YOU CAN NOW

These are not three separate identities…but one glorious person moving through the 

growing up and maturing process. The Cross—the Tree of Life—restores you to Him.  
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Discipleship is the process where you can learn of Him—learn His way of life and love so 

you can live with Him and live like Him. This is where you can take on the yoke of the Son 

learn of Him…and then live like Him. You can become a true, authentic expression of Him 

and be a powerful extension of His goodness and authority in the earth. Right now… 

 

 

PLAN A IS STILL ON! 

 

This is a chosen path…not one that can be forced or pressured. The way may be narrow in 

the beginning…but oh, it opens up to a big, wide open life with Him.  

Remember…sinners don’t grow…they don’t mature. Sinners are those who are separated 

from Life Himself and this is hell. 

 

YOU ON THE OTHER HAND…ARE A SAINT… 

A DISCIPLE…A MATURING SON. 

 

Jesus is not ashamed to call you His brethren!  

 

Read Hebrews 2:9-10: 

“But we are able to see Jesus, Who was ranked lower than the angels for a 

little while, crowned with glory and honor because of His having suffered 

death, in order that by the grace (unmerited favor) of God [to us sinners] He 

might experience death for every individual person. 10 For it was an act 

worthy [of God] and fitting [to the divine nature] that He, for Whose sake and 

by Whom all things have their existence, in bringing many sons into glory, 

should make the Pioneer of their salvation perfect [should bring to maturity 

the human experience necessary to be perfectly equipped for His office as 

High Priest] through suffering.”
